STUDENTS VISIT FROM STUTTGART

The K. Peter Etzkorn Scholarship 

This scholarship offers qualified students who are residents in the St. Louis city or county area the 
opportunity to apply for a one year non-renewable $1500 grant for study in Stuttgart or Karlsruhe.  
Students who wish to begin their studies either this summer or in the fall should begin the process immediately by applying to the university 
of their choice in either Stuttgart or Karlsruhe and then proceeding with the application process as described on the Website (See below).


Professor Etzkorn was active in the St. Louis-Stuttgart Sister Cities program, a former member of the board of directors of Sister Cities International, and an honorary member for many years. He taught at several universities before coming to the University of Missouri-St. Louis in 1969 where he was hired as a department chairman and professor of sociology and anthropology. He taught sociology at the university for 33 years and also was associate dean of the graduate school and director of research. He retired in 2000 and passed away in 2002. In 1984, he was awarded the Order of Merit, First Class of West Germany. The award 
recognized his effort to promote ties between the University of Missouri and German universities.
